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Vyzkum archeologickych artefaktti z Kanku u Kutné Hory

Research of archaeological artefacts from Karnk near Kutna Hora
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Abstract

In area near top of hill Kank (northern from town Kutna Hora) were found archaeological artifacts. The research
found that it is a collection of smithery slags and soils affected by mining. Individual slags have similar phase compo-
sition, they contain fayalite, wistite, glass and pure iron, some slags also contain magnetite. They are evidence of the
presence of a forge near the archaeologically confirmed mining equipment driven by horses, the so-called trejv, from
the late 15" century.
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
